The purpose of this document is to establish a contract between TV Moto, Inc., hereinafter referred to as PRODUCER, and <client>, hereinafter referred to as CLIENT, for the production of: a motorcycle instructional documentary video program, hereinafter referred to as the PROJECT.

This includes program design, script development, visualization, video production, computer graphics, animation, directing, editing, and still photography.

Project Summary:

The film will be shot with broadcast-quality digital video production gear and will be edited on digital editing machines. The final master will be delivered on a broadcast-quality tape to be used for duplication or instructional use.

The still photographs would be shot on 35mm film and digital “film” with a mixture of color and black and white film. 4x6 proofs of the photographs can be available for the client for an additional processing cost.
Services to be provided by TV Moto, Inc.:

Pre-Production:

· PRODUCER will form a concept and a look for the entire PROJECT.

· In collaboration with the CLIENT, a series of questions (script) will be written to be used during production.

Production:

· The PRODUCER will provide a two-person crew to cover the story with broadcast quality digital audio and video gear.

· Still photography will take place on location.

Post-Production:

· Up to ______ weeks of editing will be provided during which time <deliverables> will be cut under the direction of the PRODUCER.

· During each phase of post-production (ex. 1st cut, 2nd cut...), the films will be shown to the CLIENT for approval to the next phase.

· All the footage will be logged and prepared for editing.

· Archival photographs and headlines will be scanned and prepared for the edit.

· Computer-generated opening title will be created.

· Lower third descriptive titles will be created for the interviewees.

· Necessary computer graphics such as graphs, maps, or charts might be used to demonstrate a topic.

· If necessary, one session of voice-over recording will be provided at the studio (not including talent).

· The PRODUCER will attempt to get music rights donated to be used on the film, in cases were this can not be achieved, the CLIENT and the PRODUCER shall mutually agree on the purchasing of the music rights.

· During editing all of the above elements will be combined together to form the final films.

· Upon completion, each version of the films will be delivered on <master tape stock> Master tape (for mass duplication), along with 1 VHS viewing copy.

Production:

Intellectual property:

· The PRODUCER shall own and control all copyrights to the raw video footage and photographs shot during the production of the PROJECT, as well as the copyrights in the final edited films. 

· Without any additional fees or charges, the PRODUCER hereby agrees to license and in no way interfere with the CLIENT’s use of such footage and photographs for fundraising, promotional, recruitment, educational or advertising purposes.

· PRODUCER is not entitled to any of the CLIENT’s fundraising proceeds that result from the use of these films and photographs.

· PRODUCER retains the right to any future uses, commercial or non-commercial of all such footage and photographs.
